Relaxation in prescribed physical standards and
education is admissible as per Govt. orders. Relaxation in upper age limit to
the extent of military service plus three years is applicable. However, break
in army service and re-employment should not exceed 24 months. No PET is
required for Ex-servicemen.

Ward (s) of serving CRPF personnel may also apply, if so desired accordingly.
They will be required to compete with common candidates. Wards of serving
CRPF personnel may apply either from their Home State or from the State in
which his/her father/mother is posted/deployed at the time of recruitment.
